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Florida Tightens Rules for E-Bikes and Micromobility Devices Near Pedestrians
SB 382 — Sen. Keith Truenoy (HB 243 — Rep. Yvette Benarroch)
General Bill Summary

CS/SB 382 updates Florida law governing electric bicycles and other micromobility devices,
primarily focusing on safety requirements and improved crash data collection. The bill
establishes new operational rules for electric bicycles, particularly in areas shared with
pedestrians. Riders operating an electric bicycle on sidewalks or other pedestrian-designated
areas may not exceed 10 miles per hour when a pedestrian is within 50 feet. Riders on shared
paths not adjacent to roadways must yield to pedestrians and provide an audible signal before
passing. Violations are treated as noncriminal traffic infractions punishable as nonmoving
violations.

The legislation also creates a Micromobility Device Safety Task Force within the Department of
Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles (DHSMYV). The task force will examine the state’s
regulatory framework for electric bicycles and other micromobility devices and recommend
policy improvements to enhance safety and reduce injuries and fatalities. Membership includes
representatives from law enforcement, local governments, the Florida Association of Counties,
and other stakeholders.

In addition, the bill requires the Florida Highway Patrol and local law enforcement agencies to
maintain records of crashes involving micromobility devices and report those incidents to
DHSMYV for statewide analysis.

The bill passed the Senate unanimously and subsequently passed the House during the 2026
Legislative Session.

Potential County Impact

CS/SB 382 may affect counties primarily through law enforcement operations, local
transportation policy, and participation in statewide safety planning.

County sheriff’s offices will be responsible for collecting and maintaining crash data related to
micromobility devices, including electric bicycles and scooters. These data collection
requirements could require administrative adjustments or updates to crash reporting practices and
coordination with DHSMYV reporting systems.

The bill also includes a local government representative from the Florida Association of Counties
on the Micromobility Device Safety Task Force. giving counties an opportunity to participate in
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
